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ENERGY SAVINGS AND REDUCED CARBON EMISSIONS 

 ………. JUST TWO KEY BENEFITS OF INSTALLING TAPWORKS WATER SOFTENERS

Tapworks – the leading supplier of commercial and domestic water softeners in the UK – continues to show an average 32 per cent saving on running costs resulting from the installation of Tapworks units in place of existing softeners already installed. 

At a time when all costs are under close scrutiny and the need to be energy efficient is of paramount importance, the savings are impressive by any standards.

Tapworks was the first appliance manufacturer in the UK to be accredited an officially carbon neutral business. And it sees this as a vital step as it plans its future in a much more ‘carbon aware’ community.

Managing director Mike Pickavance says it’s only a matter of time before companies will be looking to ‘carbon audit’ partner companies and suppliers on the basis of carbon generated  by that company’s activities and products, with decisions on whether to buy or specify that company’s products based to a large degree on the carbon status of that company.

An accredited EU Emissions Trading Scheme Verifier measured and evaluated every aspect of the UK operation from the product’s arrival in the UK, transportation, the operations of the company’s HQ in Stokenchurch, other UK transport issues including the use of company owned vehicles and the end use operational energy costs – the energy used by the water softeners after they had been installed. An annual tonnage of carbon dioxide generated for each of these areas was calculated to assess the required savings that needed to be available to set against the emissions to achieve a carbon neutral status – or better.

The independent assessor confirmed the findings that “it is likely that the annual emissions created in the US manufacture of the UK sold units are covered by the annual emissions saving created by the softener use. It is therefore safe to state categorically that the UK operation of Tapworks has a beneficial impact on the environment.”

Tapworks managing director Mike Pickavance says this is a vital element of the company’s strategy at a time when ‘greenwash’ – the dubious claims and throwaway lines made and quoted by so many companies about their level of environmental friendliness - are being more closely scrutinised: “To be able to claim that as a business you are carbon neutral is no easy task and can only be achieved by quantifying the actual energy employed at all stages of the business’s activity and transparently accounting for the compensatory measures we employ to offset the impact of the environmental emissions we all cause to a greater or lesser extent.

This report highlights that by installing a water softener, if you live in a hard water area of the UK - which is about 60% of the country – you will not only be installing a carbon neutral appliance, you will also be conservatively saving up to 20% a year on your energy bills because of the reduced demand on electrical energy supply from a power station or gas combusted in the water heating equipment.”

Tapworks MD Mike Pickavance says the new central filter is a response to a market for a whole home filter that will take chlorine and other additives out of the mains water: “Much of the mains water delivered in the UK – whilst of good quality in general terms - is hard water and our range of water softeners effectively addresses this problem, as well as offering water saving and energy saving benefits as well. This new central water filter will remove many of the things that increasing numbers of households object to in their water supply ensuring that they get good quality water, but water that is delivered as they want it to be, right across the home from every tap. With a self cleaning carbon filter, it really is a ‘fit and forget’ appliance that will only need attention every five or six years – possibly longer for smaller homes using lower volumes of mains water.  And at around £400, for the benefits it offers, it’s very affordable,” he says.
